Pelican Inn 

This cozy British inn is tucked in a foggy green meadow framed by towering pines and alders and perfumed by honeysuckle.vines and sea air.  As in the romantic tradition of English Country Inns, each room is decorated with a half-tester (canopy) bed, English antiques, fresh flowers and a decanter of Sherry.  A red-brick Inglenook fireplace complete with priest hole (a secret hiding place) intrigues indoor explorers, while returning outdoor adventurers can relax over frothy beers and English fare in the restaurant or its 16th century paneled Tudor bar.  

It was here on the Marin coast that Sir Francis Drake beached his “Pelican” (later renamed the Golden Hinde) ship some 400 years ago, to claim California for Queen Elizabeth I. 

In keeping with English tradition, hearty pub lunches and dinners are served in the covered patio, in the bar, or by the fireplace in the candlelit dining room.

The inn is a short walk to a beautiful beach, Muir Beach, and a few minutes drive to the giant redwoods of Muir Woods.
